· Make a numbered list of the 10 problem-solving strategies (name each strategy), in the order they appear in our book (Sections 1.1 – 1.5).
· Solve problem #5 on p.45 by solving a simpler problem, making a table, and looking for a pattern.  

· First, suppose the stack has 3 cards numbered 0, 1, 2.  Find the correct arrangement for the original stack. [If you don’t understand the problem well enough to solve it in this case, talk with a classmate or tutor, or ask me for help.]
· Solve again for 4 cards, numbered 0 to 3.
· Solve again for 5 cards, numbered 0 to 4.  Keep your work organized in a table.

· Solve again for 6 cards, numbered 0 to 5.

· Work your way up to 10 cards step-by-step, or discover the pattern and solve for 10 cards.
