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2.2 Handout:  Correlation

Example 1:  Golf scores of 12 members of a college women’s golf team in two rounds of tournament play.  r = .687
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Example 2:  Net income (millions of dollars) versus total assets (billions of dollars) for the 20 largest banks in 1973.  (r = .932)
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Example 3:  The scatterplot is based on data from a group of people who contracted botulism, a form of food poisoning that can be fatal.  The plot shows incubation period (the time in hours between eating the infected food and the first signs of illness) versus the person’s age in years.  (r = .028)
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Example 4:  The plot shows the effect of nematodes (tiny worms) on tomato seedlings.  We have growth (cm of height 14 days after planting) versus number of nematodes (in thousands).
