Cuisenaire rods are one way for your pupils to experience math in a direct, tactile way.  Your pupils' natural curiosity will quickly involve them in conscious (and unconscious) actions upon the materials.  By progressing from physical manipulatives, to drawings, to abstract symbols, students build their mathematical knowledge step-by-step on a secure foundation, and have the opportunity to discover for themselves the inner workings of mathematical operations and relationships.
