A.  What I want you to know:

The QR portion of the general test comes in two sections, 20 questions per section, 35 minutes per section.  You're allowed to freely move forward and backward throughout an entire section. 
Quantitative Reasoning measures are section-level adaptive — the computer selects the second section of a measure based on your performance on the first.  Your overall QR score is determined by the difficulty level of section two and your total number of correct answers for both sections.  
4 question types:  

· Quantitative Comparison Questions

· Multiple-choice Questions — Select One Answer Choice (oval options)
· Multiple-choice Questions — Select One or More Answer Choices (square options)
· Numeric Entry Questions
4 content areas (at the high school level):

· Arithmetic

· Algebra

· Geometry

· Data Analysis

The online QR test is different from a typical "math test":
· You don't have to show your work, you just need to get the right answer by any method.  

· On multiple-choice questions, you know the right answer is one of the provided values.  

· The online calculator is not exactly like the calculator you're used to.  Practice using it before you take the real test.
· There's no partial credit, so you have to read the questions very carefully and watch out for pitfalls like figures which are not drawn to scale.
B.  What I want you to do (after the workshop):

1. Go online to http://www.ets.org/gre/revised_general/prepare/quantitative_reasoning  and read all about the QR exam.  This will reinforce what you've learned in the workshop, and provide more in-depth information.

2. While you're on the ETS website, download and install the free POWERPREP II software.  This takes a few minutes.
3. Start the POWERPREP app.  There's lots of information here.  Take your time and read through it.  When you're ready to start practicing, click the "Start Practicing Now" button and take practice test 1 (timed).

4. Review your results from POWERPREP practice.  Spend time reviewing any content areas in which you'd like to improve.

5. When you feel prepared, take the second practice test.  This will help you decide if you're ready to take the real test.  There is no substitute for practicing the test online, in a timed setting.

C.  What I want you to believe:
If you're smart enough to graduate from Hanover College, then you can be successful on the Quantitative Reasoning test.  It's simply a matter of preparation and practice.
