Term Project Oral Reports

· Limit your group to about 10 slides total.

· Use the slides mainly for visual interest; don’t load them up with text.  Text slides which are simply read by the speaker are extremely boring.

· Be sure you have your PowerPoint presentation saved on at least two different media (flash memory, cd, diskette).  
· Know how to project your slides on the screen; look at them and be sure they’re readable for the audience (we’ll dim the lights).  Make a trial run over the weekend.
· Students in the audience will comment on your presentation; I use these comments to help me assign grades for this portion of the project.  Try to make your reports both informative and lively.
