	Use chapter headings-? What do I already know about this? What do I expect to learn?
	Use headings to determine what to highlight eg.: Five Models for Economic Growth
	Use margins or post-its-text messaging for reading
	Note the term or concept and page #
	Helpful for visual or spatial learners
	Use headings that are repeated for the concepts/terms
Eg: type, cost, accuracy


	Note event or steps
	Create questions from reading, note what you think is important, TQs from highlighting

	Get a Big Picture of what you’re about to read
	Create a coding system- brackets, stars, by color, not just streams of highlights
	Pull out important information, so don’t need to reread
	Categorize the information into headings
	Use when seeing how info relates is important
	Creates visual understanding of similar terms or ideas
	Add why and how important
	Summarize information into small bites

	Scan graphics and text boxes-what’s important
	Highlight only 16-25% of page
	Note examples of concepts or ideas from your experiences
	Use back to summarize what you need to know
	Identify main concept 
	Articulates differences
	Connect to lecture notes or discussion
	Utilize questions from text or end of chapter

	Scan boldface or italicized words
	Create symbol for ?s or need for clarity from professor
	Put TQ test question in margin- if it seems a possibility
	Use back to give an example or a problem/solution
	Use arrows, branches, circles, to show how other process, terms, ideas impact
	Illustrates commonalities and importance
	
	Use to review after reading and synthesize material

	Identify connections to lecture and discussion
	
	Note the why’s, why this date or def is important
