Extra Credit Program:  Dealing Poker Hands

Due Monday 12-12-11 by 5 PM

Your assignment, should you choose to accept it, is to write a program to generate a random 5-card poker hand.  Use Python or C/C++.  Use a random number generator to select a random suit and value for each of the five cards. Be sure to implement the “no replacement” feature of dealing a hand of cards:  if the first card is a club, the next card should be that much less likely to be a club, and so on.

Your program should have a value “n” representing the number of hands to be generated; set n to a small number such as 10 at the top of your program.

The output should be formatted nicely.  Print each hand on a separate line, and separate the cards within each hand by commas.  The following line of output, for example, would represent a hand with the 5 of hearts, 3 of spades, jack of diamonds, ace of diamonds, and 10 of hearts:

5H, 3S, JD, AD, 10H
