Whereas:  

· Your overall performance on exam 1 was not as strong as I expected (C- median).

· I really want you all to learn this foundational material.

Therefore:

· On Thursday 10-16-08 you will take a "redo" exam.
The redo exam will have the same basic setup as the original exam.  Some questions may appear exactly as before, but many of them will be changed somewhat to "similar" problems.  For example, problem 1 may be set up in the same way, but based on a different data set with possibly different conclusions.
You must redo any problem on which you earned less than half credit on the original exam.  These problems are indicated by the word "redo" on your exam 1 papers.

You *may* redo any problem on which you earned less than two-thirds credit on the original exam (less than 3 1/3 out of 5, or less than 6 2/3 out of 10).  These problems are indicated by the phrase "optional redo" on your exam 1 papers.

Your total on the redo problems will be multiplied by 2/3 and added to your original total (out of 95).  If you redo an "optional redo" problem, 2/3 of the second score will replace the original score, even if it's lower.
