Lab 11: Adding Drop-Down Menus and Sliders

In this lab we will improve our PolyFrame class from Friday 3-13-09 by giving it a drop-down menu for the colors and a slider for the number of sides.
What to do:

1. Run your PolyFrame class from 3-13-09 to remember what it does.

2. Create a new class in your gui project called PolyFrame2 which extends PolyFrame.  
3. Write a main method in PolyFrame2 which creates a PolyFrame window (copy and paste from the main method in PolyFrame).  Run PolyFrame2 to make sure it’s working as expected.
4. In Liang, read Section 15.8 about combo boxes (pull-down menus).  Use the example in that section to give PolyFrame2 a combo box for choosing the color of the polygon.  Run, and show me when you’ve got it working.
5. In Liang, read Section 15.11 about sliders.  Use the example in that section to give PolyFrame2 a slider for choosing the number of sides the polygon can have.  Run, and show me when you’ve got it working.

6. If you have time, experiment with customizing the look of your slider using the “set” methods of the JSlider class.  

7. Do the following to get credit for this lab (due Monday 3-23-09):
