What is the syntax for each of the following?  Write one or more lines of Java code to illustrate each item.  (Use the internet or a Java programming book to research these questions.)
1. single-line comment

2. multi-line comment

3. javadoc comment explaining the purpose of a method
4. block of statements to be executed within a method, within a loop, etc.

5. print "Hello" to the console

6. concatenate strings “Han” and “over” to be printed, within the call to the print method (1 line)
7. declare a no-argument constructor for a class called Thing
8. declare a method within a class

9. declare and assign a value to a primitive-type variable

10. declare a reference variable of type String and assign it the value “Yay, it’s Friday!”.

11. test whether two primitive-type variables x and y store equal values

12. test whether two reference variables s1 and s2 of type String reference the same String object

13. declare and create an array A of type double with length 50
14. declare a reference variable x of type Thing, create an object of type Thing, and assign the variable x to reference that object, all in one line of code
15. Suppose x is a reference variable of type Thing and the Thing class has a method getSize().  Show how to call the method getSize on the object referenced by x.
