4. On page 5, MS writes "Event if these predictions prove to be significant under-estimates, the slow pace of sea level rise will likely allow societies ample time for adaption." What is the pace (amt/yr) of this most extreme scenario? Do you think this statement is accurate?
5. How do the various statistics in Resiliance Rising compare to what you thought you knew coming into this class? How about relative to what you have been told or heard?
6. Why is the Congo poor? What should we do to help the people of the Congo?
7. On page 12, MS writes that "climate change policies were more likely to hurt food production and worsen rural poverty than climate change itself." What policies and governmental actions would hurt food productions? There are a couple recent and very famous examples. Look them up.
8. Are you surprised by the data on the link between natural disasters and CC (page 14)? Why or why not?
9. On page 16, Michael Oppenheimer says "When you have people making decisions they are essentially compelled to make, that's what I'm referring to as an unmanageable situation." Do you agree with this statement. Is moving due to flooding "unmanageable?" Do you agree with Oppenheimer or MS? Why?
10. Imagine you are a villager near Virunga National Park. What would you do in Bernadette's situation? What should the park do? The government? NGOs?
11. On page 22, MS discusses the link between CC and anxiety. Have you ever had any anxiety surrounding CC? What do you think of the tactics of Extinction Rebellion? Is putting fear in the minds of children an acceptable tactic to facilitate change?
