Spider Lab Procedure
· Split into two groups
· Group 1 – Control group (8 people)
· Sub-group A - spider collectors (5 people)
· Sub-group B - data collectors (3 people)
· Group 2 – Contrast group (9 people)
· Sub-group A - spider collectors (5 people)
· Sub-group B - data collectors (4 people)
· Spider collectors will be collecting spiders from various locations around the pond in opaque containers. Each needs to catch 40 spiders!
· Spiders can be caught around and under the dock, on cattails near the edge of the water. Look for webs because usually where there are webs there are spiders! Be quick if the spiders sense a person is there, they will display defense behavior.
· GALL SHOW ON BOARD
· Once spider is caught put container in the SHADE!
Data collector group duties
1. Container getter and timer
2. Spider wrangler
3. Pipe master
4. Data collector









Procedure
1. While spider collectors are collecting
2. Data collectors help with tank set up
3. Once the tank is set up, the group must complete 5 “dry” runs to practice the procedure
To Run Trials:
1. Randomly pick a container with spider (Container getter)
2. Pipe master moves to the compass drop angle listed on data sheet.
3. Hand container to the spider wrangler who opens the lid and usher the spider into the opaque container attached to the PVC pipe. 
4. ALL PEOPLE SILENT
5. ALL PEOPLE HIDE AS MUCH AS POSSIBLE
6. Once spider in the PVC pipe. Pipe master puts pipe over the water and over the white dot in the stock tank. To get spider out of opaque container, invert the cup/pipe and gently shake pipe until spiders is displaced onto the water. Sometimes the pipe has to be rotated rapidly to cut the attached web.
7. PIPE MASTER REMOVES PIPE AND DUCKS
8. Spider moves from central location
9. Data collector records
a. Number of orientation behaviors
b. Angle chosen by spider when it touches wall of tank
10. Container getter/Timer records
a. Time from when spider touches water to time touches tank
11. [bookmark: _GoBack]Container getter ushers spider into container and places used spider into shade in the first row of the beans.
